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Foreword

Saudi Food and Drug Authority (SFDA) is an independent organization with main
purpose of regulating and monitoring of foods, drugs and medical devices.

Scope

This International Standard establishes a vocabulary, in English and French, of terms
used in the field of external limb prosthetics and external orthotics.

This part of 1SO 8549 defines terms used to describe external limb prostheses and
the wearers of external limb prostheses.

NOTES

1 For the purposes of this International Standard, the abbreviated term 'prosthetics'
and its derivatives only apply to external limb prosthetics; the abbreviated term
‘orthotics' and its derivatives only apply to external orthotics.

2 Terms printed in italics are defined in 1SO 8549-1. Alphabetical indexes of terms
in English and French are provided.
